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· Aims
Firstly to find out if our service were meeting the community alcohol guidelines for Harrogate with regards to if we are using the CIWA rating scale during inpatient alcohol detoxifications as recommended. 
Secondly to look at whether using this tool impacted on length of inpatient stay, total dosage of chlordiazepoxide given and if there were any medical complications.
· Design
The data set came from last 40 patients who received an inpatient alcohol detoxification on Cedar ward, Harrogate district Hospital. 20 had the CIWA performed as part of their admission, 20 had not. Notes and drug charts were reviewed and data collected retrospectively.
· Setting
Cedar Ward, Briary Wing, Harrogate District Hospital.
· Participants
Adult patients between the ages of 18 – 65yrs. All patients had been seen by the Harrogate Community Alcohol team.
· Findings and Conclusions 
The audit is in the latter stages of data collection currently.
