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The SSA Publications Committee

Terms of reference

1) Remit.  The Publications Committee will advise the Society’s Executive on matters relating to the Society’s publishing activities including journals, books, published reports and other materials and provide a forum for review of those activities.  The committee will be the body that makes recommendations to the Executive when the appointment of an editor is being considered.  It will advise the Executive on publishing contracts.

2) Membership.  The ex-officio members will be the editors of the Society’s journals, the SSA’s chief officer, and the SSA’s president and treasurer. Other members may be co-opted as required by the committee.
3) Secretariat. The committee will be serviced by one of the members of office staff of Addiction.

4) Chair and vice chair.  The chair and vice chair will be determined by the Publications Committee as required.

5) Meetings.  Meetings may be called at any time at the request of the president or either editor.  The committee will prepare an annual report for the Executive Council. The committee may consult and make recommendations following email exchanges where appropriate.
6) Financial support.  Travel and other expenses should be reclaimable from the Society.

7) Maintaining editorial independence.  The Publications Committee will respect and support the independence of the Society’s editors and will exert no authority over them.
